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National Designated Important Intangible Folk-cultural Property:
Floats of the Inuyama Festival
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This began as the festival of Haritsuna Jinja Shrine in 1635 at the decree of
Naruse Masatora, the lord of Inuyama Castle. It assumed its present form in
the mid-18th century. There are 13 yama floats standing about eight meters
high, and all are installed with karakuri marionettes. Three other valuable
parade floats also take part. All are managed and operated at the local
district level. The history of operation by the associations of local leaders
that are the neighborhood councils is carried on even now, and except for a
wartime pause in 1945, it has been continued uninterrupted for some 380
years. The lively procession of the 13 pulled yama floats, the exquisite
techniques of the karakuri marionettes in the presentations, the magical
nighttime floats with lighted candles in 365 chochin lanterns, the showy
gold-threaded costumes worn by the taiko drummers...the festival takes
place when cherry blossoms are in full bloom, in olden streets surrounding
the venerable castle, which adds to the ambience.
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Inuyama Dengaku

This is a local delicacy of Inuyama: skewers of tofu coated with miso flavored with citrusy yuzu and pepper-tree
buds, then baked to perfection to bring out the full aroma of the miso.
